Our new gasoline SMX Multi-Stage Fueltration™ system is specifically designed around the needs of the
commercial outboard engine operator and for miscellaneous heavy duty shore-based farm and industrial equipment.
This system is designed to handle copious amounts of water through its primary stage water-absorbing - bulk filter
media that will literally cause the engine to “bog” should large amounts of water be present, or if the operator is
completely unaware of the vacuum gauge readings that indicate required maintenance. We think of this feature as
an automatic safety valve which offers another layer of superior engine protection.

The secondary stage of our system is designed around the Baldwin BF1214 that uses a blown polyester/cellulose
combo-synthetic filter media and will deliver the cleanest possible fuel for even the newest fuel injected gasoline
powered outboard engines. Because these units can handle fuel flows to well above 100 gallons per hour, and can
handle up to E-10 gas/ethanol based fuel, restriction and crud holding capacity are now a non-issue.  This will
now allow drastically lower maintenance intervals that can be measured in hundreds of hours between servicing
instead of just a few hours. Our filter heads and bracketing meet our “Marine Tuff"™ standards using Type |l
mil-spec hard anodized aluminum alloys and S.S. hardware, and will stand up to the harshest and most rugged
environments. Nothing even comes close!!
